· Written portion: All parts typed,  minimum 1 page 
· At least 2 pictures, drawings or diagrams...no computer pictures

· All sections/parts neatly and interestingly labeled

· Display or project title on trifold
· Must have an interactive portion where an audience can touch, try, or experience part of it in some way
· Must have a typed 1 page abstract (writeup) which will be done in class
· Must follow the Scientific Method

· No animals or food
· No use of electricity unless given pre-approval
