What is Phonological Awareness? Simply put, phonological awareness is the understanding that words are made up of different sounds, and
those sounds can be manipulated or changed verbally.

Why are Phonological Awareness skills important? Phonological Awareness skills are the foundation to reading! A solid foundation is critical
for a child's future success in reading and spelling.
